News programmes today do not simply report the news,
they decide for us what is and isn’t newsworthy. In a real
sense they create the news.

Where is this leading? Well, | have inherited a newsletter
which will be published each month and which will fill a
minimum of two sides of A4 paper. So much is
established.

However, whether it contains news or nonsense is largely
up to you. The newsletter needs contributors. A
contribution might only be a couple of sentences or it
could be a full blown article. I'm quite happy to correct the
odd spelling mistake, so don'’t let that deter you from
writing.
